CRITERIA FOR GRANTING EXEMPTION FROM PROJECT (June 2008)
Holders of higher degrees, who have completed a practical research project involving elements of or relevance to, clinical diagnostic cytogenetics (or diagnostic molecular genetics) may apply for exemption from the Project (R&D Stage 4) element of their training.  This can be achieved by submitting evidence of how the work fulfils the aims of the Project module as detailed in the Training Handbook (pages 40 and 41). 

It is expected that the higher degree will have been awarded within the last five years.

Application for Project Exemptions will not be accepted until the appropriate Training Officer or Head of Department have satisfied themselves that the trainee has fulfilled the requirements for Stage 4 Project, and following successful completion of Stage 3 - Detailed Experimental Design, and there has been demonstration of competence in areas of experimental design, report writing and experimental work.

Requests for exemption will be considered by the ETC-appointed External Assessors.

Along with the submission of a detailed summary of the work the following form should be completed by the Training Officer or Head of Department.   The completed document should be sent to the National Training Officer.
